· 2 boxes of Kleenex tissue (or Puffs)
· washable school glue (or Elmer’s glue sticks)

· crayons, markers, or colored pencils 
· (2)  12-packs of #2 pencils & a small handheld pencil sharpener
· Scissors

· 2 packs of ruled notebook paper (at least 200 sheets)

· 4 composition/spiral notebooks (Please label them “journal”, “spelling, “science”, and “social studies”;  It is also recommended that you choose 4 different colors for your child’s ease when finding supplies in his/her desk.)
· Pencil box/pouch to hold supplies (medium size)
· 1 bottle of hand sanitizer or hand soap

· 2 or more dry erase markers (you may wish to keep these tied in an old sock that can be used later as an eraser)
· 2 highlighters (recommended: light colors)
· 1-2 red pens

· 1 pack of index cards

· 1.5 -2 inch binder
· (8) 2-pocket folders with holes to go inside the binder.  The folders should be labeled with the following titles:  Homework/Important Papers, Reading, Language Arts, Math, Science, Social Studies, Health, and Writing
· 1 additional 2 pocket folder labeled with the title, “Skilltracker folder”. This folder does not have to have holes in it, as it will not go inside the binder.

· 2 clear sheet protectors (to hold reading/math logs inside the binder)

Please keep in mind minimizing classroom disruptions and organization when purchasing supplies.  To help your student more easily maintain supplies, you may want to limit sending in everything at one time (for example, only send in 1 box of pencils and 1 pack of paper now while you keep the rest at home in a study area).  Our classroom space is very limited at this time.
** Please go ahead and label all folders, composition books and other school supplies with your child’s name and the subject.  Don’t forget to write your student’s name on items such as a lunchbox, bookbag, pencil box, binder, etc.  Also, if you plan to purchase a new bookbag, please consider classroom size limitations.  Students will also be allowed to bring a water bottle daily if they choose; you may consider using a reusable bottle instead of disposable plastic ones.  Additionally, if you purchased a grade level supply kit in the Spring from the school, you may need to review this list to purchase any items that were not included.
**You will be given information at a later time about purchasing our Wordly Wise vocabulary program book.  Unfortunately, this is not a county provided textbook.
